Florence Nightingale was born on
12th May 1820 in Italy.

She came from a rich family.
When she was small, she often
got sick. During her visits to
hospitals, she cared about the
sick people. Afier that, she wished to become a
nurse.

In 1854, she went 1o look after injured soldiers in
a war. With her help, many soldiers survived.
After that, she set up a school to train nurses and
improve medical conditions in hospitals.

Nightingale was the ‘mother of modern nursing’
as she helped turn nursing into a profession. She
was awarded the Royal Red Cross in 1883.

She passed away at the age of 90 on 13th August
1910. She was named ‘The Lady with the Lamp"
Her spirit continues to lighten the world.
