On 28th August, the World Wildlife Fund (WWF) held the Big
Fish Count in Hong Kong. It was the second time that the event
has been held in Hong Kong

The participants had eight hours to dive and to record different
types of fish with their underwater cameras. The aim of the
event was to let more people know about the wonderful animals
in the sea around Hong Kong.

Twenty-five teams participated in the event and competed for the
awards. Lee Wing-man’s team recorded fifteen kinds of fish in
one hour and won the Big Fish Count Professional Award.
Mandy Chan’s team recorded thirty-two kinds of fish in eight
hours and won the Big Fish Count Champion Award. Paul
Wong’s team raised $34,500 for the event and won the Big Fish
Count Fundraising Champion Award. The kinds of fish they
recorded include clown fish, seahorses and groupers.

WWEF will use the pictures made by the teams for its exhibition.
The exhibition will help people study Hong Kong's sea animals
and learn to protect them.
