Sushi refers to vinegar rice with ingredients, like fish or
seafood on top. The original meaning of the word ‘sushi’ is
‘it is sour’. It is made of Japanese rice mixed with a
dressing of vinegar, sugar and salt. In the past, vinegar was
added to preserve the fish and to prevent bacterial attack.
But now, vinegar is just added to rice as seasoning rather
than to preserve the raw seafood on top.

There are various types of sushi which are prepared in totally
different ways. Some are served with seaweed rolled around
the rice; some are served with raw ingredients covering the
rice. Some are in a ball shape while others are oval or
triangular in form.

Nowadays, sushi has become very popular among Hong
Kong people. It is often said to be a nutritious and delicious
food that is suitable for people of different ages.
